Tickets

You can buy tickets for 1 or 2 trips only in ticket offices. They are
located at some bus stops throughout the city. Tickets cost 55 and 110
rubles respectively. Ticket offices sell all kind of tickets; ones for bigger
amount of trips are more profitable. You can buy a single ticket at a
driver when you enter a bus, trolleybus or tram. Drivers sell only single
tickets, they cost 55 rubles. You can also use a card called «Troyka»
— refillable card to pay for travelling on all kinds of public transport
— metro, buses, trolley-buses, trams, monorail and green minibuses.
Every trip becomes much cheaper with it. All metro tickets can be used
at the surface transport, and vise versa.

Metro

The Moscow Metro is open from about 5:30 am until 1:00 am. The
precise opening time varies at different stations according to the arrival
of the first train, but all stations simultaneously close their entrances and
transitions to other lines at 01:00 am for maintenance. The minimum
interval between trains is 90 seconds during the morning and evening rush
hours. Each line isidentified according to an alphanumeric index (usually
consisting of a number), a name and a color. Voice announcements in
Russian refer to the lines by name and by numbers in English. A male
voice announces the next station when traveling towards the center of
the city or the clockwise direction on the circle line, and a female voice
—when going away from the center or the counter-clockwise direction at
the circle. The lines are also assigned specific colors for maps and signs.

Public transport (Buses, trolleys, trams and marshrutkas (minibuses))
Working hours are from 5:30 AM to 1:00 AM. The bus-stop is a plate
with A sign, trolleybus-stop with a T and tram-stops are marked with
Tp. Marshrutkas use all those stops too. Yandex has public transport
app (i0S, Android) that shows live location of buses, trolleybuses and
trams and predict in what time the transport arrives at the stop. Bus is
the most popular and most commonly used type of transport after the
underground. First buses appeared in the city before the Revolution of
1917; nowadays 18 bus fleets operate over a thousand various routes.
Buses can carry you within the city and to the Moscow suburbs. Moscow
has the largest trolleybus network in the world. Only few tramway routes
remained until now in the center of Moscow. New high-speed trains
appear on the streets, replacing old yellow ones. Marshrutka is a small bus
that serves the same routes as public transport but much faster. Coming
across your destination point, you are just to ask a driver to stop. The cost
of a single ride is about 50 rubles and you should pay directly to a driver
when entering the minibus. Night busses, trolleybuses and trams work
from 1:00 AM until 5:45 AM, when all the day transport and the metro
stops working. Some of the routes coincide with the day ones, some —
work only at night. The traffic interval is 15 or 30 minutes.
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Taxi

Wheely, Yandex.Taxi and GetTaxi are services similar to
Uber. They allow you to order a taxi and follow the execution
of your order at the map. Orders are transmitted to the
services’ partners — thousands of taxi companies and drivers.
You can connect to these services through their sites or through Android
or iOS apps. With these applications, the user can order a taxi with just
one touch of the display on the mobile device, follow the route of the
ordered cars and share your opinion about the quality of service. The
average price within the city is 400 rub. Taxi companies usually have fixed
prices for getting to the airports or train stations — about 1200 rub. There
are also higher fares on holidays and at night. Please note that euro prices
next to rouble ones in our guide are always based on today’s rates.

MONEY, SAFETY AND CONDUCT

Money

The official currency of Russia is rouble and this has long been no
formality. By all means, it cannot be ruled out that, in some antique
shop in the Arbat, they will happily accept your dollars or euros (if the
amount is big enough); however, generally, you will not be able to buy
anything in Moscow with foreign cash. Currency exchange kiosks and
ATM machines are located at every turn (in the city centre, at least)
and it is safe to use them (however, just in case, you better change
your money in a bank even if the exchange rate there isles appealing).
Currency exchange kiosks, bank branches and ATMs are located in
every terminal of the airport, where you can send and receive money
transfers, buy currency or withdraw cash.

Bank card

VISA and MasterCard cards are accepted virtually everywhere and
soon, according to the Moscow authorities, there will be no shop or
cafe where you would not be able to pay by card. Moscow open markets
are the only places where they accept cash only.

Safety

In general, Moscow is perfectly safe city, where the police work well
and street crimes are on a quite low level. By all means, same as in any
other metropolitan city, you should be aware of pickpockets and stay
away from prohibited entertainments such as prostitution or drugs.
Unlike other world capitals, there are no particularly ill-famed locality
in Moscow. However, a foreigner, who does not speak Russian, would
be, for sure, running a greater risk at night somewhere in the outskirts
of the city rather than at noon on Red Square. Being prudent would not
be out of place at night clubs either. However, in general, if a tourist is
sober and friendly, he will be safe in Moscow. In any emergency call 112

How not to offend other

Moscow is a modern secular European city, where no strict rules of
public behavior apply. However, Muscovites are somewhat conservative
and demonstrating passionately one’s political or religious beliefs or
sexual identity in public could be taken by others with disapproval.
In Moscow, it is prohibited to consume alcoholic drinks in public.
Police are strictly monitoring abuses and no paper packs would pass
for a camouflage of a bottle. Smoking is prohibited near metro stations,
schools, hospitals, at stadiums and any premises, apart from one’s
own apartment. Smoking is also prohibited in cafes and restaurants.
One more piece of advice for our foreign guests: in Moscow, same as
everywhere in Russia, you are supposed to give place to women and
elderly people in transport.
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The Moscow Kremlin
Is the main socio-political and historical-artistic complex of the city, and the official residence of the President of RE The area
was first settled in the Bronze Age (2d millennium BC). In 1990 the Kremlin was included in the UNESCO Heritage sites.
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Arbat street

Extends from Arbat Gates Square to Smolensky Square. Located between Prechistenka Street and Novy Arbat Street. It was
named after Orbat — the name of the area located to the west of the Kremlin. The Arbat was pedestrianised in 1986. You can
find the Russian Alley of Stars here.
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Central Park of Culture and Recreation ( Gorky Park)
Was founded on August 12th , 1928. In 1932 it was named after Maxim Gorky. The major architect was the famous
Konstantin Melnikov, who created the lay-out of the park (from the entrance to Neskichny Garden) in the 1920s.
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VDNKH

Vystavka Dostizheniy Narodnogo Khozyaystva (VDNKh) (Exhibition of Achievements of National Economy), is a
permanent general-purpose trade show and amusement park in Moscow Between 1991 and 2014 it was also called the
All-Russia Exhibition Centre. It is one of the 50 top large Exhibition centres in the world. The area of the park is 317 sq
m. The area of the pavilions 134 000 sq.m. In 2015 it was chosen as the best congress and exhibition centre in Russia.
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MAJOR TOURIST ATTRACTIONS

The Cathedral of Christ the Savior

‘Was built in the 1990s, and is a reconstruction of a 19th century cathedral. The cathedral is the collective cenotaph of the soldiers
of the Russian Imperial Army, who died in the war with Napoleon. On the walls of the cathedral are inscribed the names of officers
who fell in the Patriotic War of 1812 and the Overseas campaigns of 1797-1806 and 1814-1815.
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Zaryadye Park

Zaryadye Park is the just opened park in the historical centre of Moscow. It is located on the territory with the area of 13 hectares
between Kitaygorodsky Proezd, Varvarka street, Moskvoretskaya embankment and connects pedestrian part of Kitay-Gorod with the
Krenlin. In the park there were reconstructed four landscape zones of Russia: tundra, steppe, forest and swamp. The zones goes down
as terraces from the upper level to the lower level from north-east to south-west, intersects and overlaps. In the park there are Big Hall
of Filharmony, hotel, historical monuments and museums, including nine churches, archeological site museum.
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Poklonnaya Hill

Poklonnaya hill (bow-down hill) is the razed hill in Western part of Moscow located between rivers Setun and Filka. First
time it was mentioned in chronicles describing war between Grand Duchy of Moscow and Grand Duchy of Lithuania.
On May 9th, 1995 the Victory Park was opened here. It is one of the largest war memorials in Russia and in the world.
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Moscow Zoo

Moscow Zoo was founded in 1864. Tt is one of the oldest zoos in Europe, forth by area in Russia. It is in Top 10 by number of
visitors in the world. It has collection of more than one thousand of animal species with more than 5 000 animals. The Zoo is
located close to the Garden Ring between Bolshaya Gruzinskaya and Zoological streets. The main entrance is located on the
crossroad of Krasnaya Presnya and Bolshaya Gruzinskaya streets, close to Barrikadnaya and Krasnopresnenskaya metro stations.

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THE ROAD FROM THE KREMLIN

Petrovka runs from the Kremlin’s Troitsky Gate towards the site of Vysokaya village, and is named after the
village’s still-extant Vysoko-Petrovsky Monastery, founded at the end of the 14th Century.

In the 19th Century, Petrovka street was one of the main trading streets in the city, selling expensive clothing
and luxury items. In the beginning of the 20th century, two big department stores were built here: Petrovsky
Passge and Muir and Mirrielees (now the TSUM department store).

Today, you can see many historical buildings on Petrovka, including the Bolshoi Theatre. To appreciate
the many attractions of Petrovka, you need several days. There are several museums, including the State
Writers’ Museum, located in the Naryshkinsky Chambers in the Vysoko-Petrovsky Monastery. Other
buildings of interest include the house of the French wine-trader, Despres, built in 1900; the former manor
house of Vorontsov-Payevsky, built in the 18th century; the City Manor House of Mikhail Gubin, the owner
of a factory in the Ural region designed by the famous Russian architect Kazakov; the Vysoko-Petrovsky
Monastery; the manor house of Prince Gagrarine - a majestic 18th century building with a twelve-columned
portico; the building of the Moscow Ministry of the Interior (Petrovka 38).

Stoleshnikov street runs betwen Tverskaya Square and Petrovka St. In the 17th century, a settlement of
weavers, called Stoleshniki lived there. The small street was then popular among aristocrats and rich high-
ranking clerks. The street originally comprised wooden houses,but after the great fire of 1812 one to two-
storey stone buildings were built.

At the end of the 19th century, many drapers and mercers opened shops here. At this time, 5 to 6-storey
buildings, housing well-furnished apartments, were built.

By the middle of the twentieth century Stoleshnikov street was famous for a shop selling confectionary and
for book shops. There were also plenty of antique shops. Now, the ground floor of many buildings on the
street are luxury boutiques for world-famous brands. Stoleshnikov Street is not only the most expensive
street in Moscow - but in the whole world - with only one exception! According to research by Jones Land
LaSalle in 2007, it is second only to the Champs Elysees.

The closest metro station to this famous street are: Tverskaya, Pushkinskaya, Okhotny Road, Teatralnaya
and Kuznetsky Most which are about 500 metres away.
